Only one academy player is permitted to play in each squad.

No offsides.

Shin pads must be worn.

If a player is sent off in any game no substitute will be allowed during the rest of that game for that player. That
player will also be banned for the rest of the tournament. If a player is booked in two different games they will be
banned from the next game, a third booking will result in a ban for the rest of the tournament.

In the event of a colour clash the team named first in the programme will be required to change.

The organisers will not be held responsible for an injury to any person however caused during the tournament.
Any matter not covered in these rules will be dealt with by the organisers.

In the event of the tournament or part of the tournament being cancelled monies will be refunded equally among
all teams after expenses incurred have been deducted.
